2. Look F__ ward to the future (Philippians 3:13). 

 
The phrase “Straining toward what is ahead” is translated from one Greek word – επεκτεινοµενοs - 
STRETCHING FORWARD TO.

If what you did yesterday seems BIG

3. Look T_ ward Christ (Philippians 3:14-15; Hebrews 12:2-3). 

 
An important aspect of the way you spend your daily TIME is the last three letters of the word… “I” and 

“ME”!  “I” must take time to develop who God wants “ME” to be! 
 

4. Look U_ ward to the attainment (Philippians 3:16; Revelation 2:4-5). 
 

If we are going to LIVE up to what we have already attained we can’t GIVE up! 
More important than your Intelligence Quotient – your IQ – is your “I QUIT”!
