The Petitions of Jabez’ Prayer My Expanded Prayer (as an example for you)

Now Jabez was more honorable than his brothers Lord, I don’t want to settle for just being like
everyone else. I want to give You my best. I

and his mother called his name Jabez saying, want to be a person of integrity, honorable.
“Because I bore him in pain.”

And Jabez called on the God of Israel saying, “Oh, Lord, Your Word teaches me that I have not
that You would bless me indeed, because I ask not.

God’s Mathematical Equation
My willingness & weakness + God’s will and supernatural power = My Expanding Territory
